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Foreword
Part of the Big Story
We live in an individualistic age. Each day we encounter strong assumptions that our real 
priority should be to look after ourselves and those close to us. Ironically, we are conscious 
as never before of the interdependence of the world as we face global financial, political and 
environmental challenges. Yet the pressures of consumerism and materialism push us to 
focus in on ourselves, and look to our own interests.

So the contents of this booklet are a powerful call to be different, to swim against the tide. 
Using a cycle of prayer like this is a call to lift our eyes to the bigger picture, both locally and 
internationally. Intercessory prayer means going wider and deeper, praying for God’s world 
as part of the big story of God’s kingdom.

This is true in two ways. 

First, praying like this brings home that we really are part of a worldwide family. We are 
called to pray for the people and parishes of the diocese, and to pray for the dioceses of the 
Anglican Communion across the world. Our brothers and sisters find themselves in many 
different situations with many different needs, but all are one in Christ. Through prayer, our 
wills are attuned to God’s will, and we gain a greater appreciation of the lives and ministries 
of other Christians, even when their contexts, and perhaps their church traditions, are very 
different from ours. I find it deeply encouraging to think of people in every parish across the 
diocese praying in this way each day. 

Second, praying for others implies a conviction that God is at work in this world. We take 
our cue from that wonderful petition in the Lord’s Prayer: ‘Your kingdom come on earth as 
in heaven.’ We can see the signs of God’s kingdom growing all around us and we expect 
him to continue to work. As we pray, we are asking God to bring each of the small stories of 
people and parishes into connection with the big overarching story of his plan for the world 
and the growth of his kingdom. Praying like this is a statement of hope in God’s future. We 
might think of Jesus’s parables likening the kingdom of God to seeds growing in a way which 
cannot be stopped. 

So I commend this cycle of prayer most warmly. Let us use it to pray as part of God’s 
worldwide family, full of hope in the coming of his kingdom.

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Introduction
We have had difficulty getting this Cycle of Prayer out on time this year for various reasons.  
So sorry if this was a problem for you.  I know that some of you include the information 
in your Sunday public prayers – thank you.  Thank you also to those who sent in special 
requests, not as many as usual so it would be good to receive prayer requests from your 
parish for others to pray about them.  I am sure they help.

Does it matter how many people pray for something?  James tells us that  … The prayer 
of a righteous man is powerful and effective. (James 5:16)  So just one person, forgiven by 
Jesus, can be a powerful and effective person in prayer.  I can still remember the Catch the 
Dream event we had at Tatton Park to celebrate the millennium.  More than two thousand 
people came and presumably prayed for good weather – we got it, what a gorgeous day!!!  
May be numbers do count.

We are told that after Peter and John were released they went back to their own people, 
told them what had happened and together they raised their voices in a wonderful prayer 
(Acts 4:24-30).  After they prayed, the place where they were meeting was shaken. And 
they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and spoke the word of God boldly. (v31)  Has the 
earth moved for you when you are praying!!!!!  Perhaps we should pray together more!

Indeed, does your church have a group that gathers together to pray?  We have one that 
specifically prays “for the village”.  Of course other items come in as well.  That is only 
natural.  But we do not hold back from telling people that events and issues are being 
prayed for.  It is encouraging that people appreciate this.  I can remember telling a police 
constable that we regularly prayed for the police and he was quite emotionally grateful.  I 
suppose it gave an insight into the pressure they are under and how much they appreciate 
all the help they can get - and that they reckoned it could come through prayer!

You know when you are asked for your opinion in questionnaires?  And how if you stop 
to think it is less easy, but that very often the first answer that comes to mind is often the 
right one?  I think the same may be true of our prayers for situations we know little about.  
If you are praying for the ‘Bishop of such and such’ and the thought comes that they have 
transport needs say, or somebody to help with training perhaps – it may well be that that 
is precisely what you should be praying for.  Is this one way in which the Holy Spirit helps 
with ‘groans’, or perhaps better ‘sighs’, on our behalf; sighing into our minds the necessary 
thoughts? (Romans 8:26)

However it is that The Lord Almighty listens to our prayers, at least we know that he does 
listen, that he wants us to ask, that he delights in our asking.  And is eager to answer as 
only He knows best.

Take the time, please.  Make the effort.  God only knows how much good it will do!
