T he Friends of St Michaels Church
Mang People, either living in the Parish or begonc{, have a strong connection with St Mic}‘xael’s Church) often having fond

memories of services attended — weddings, Funera]s, or school events. Others, such as visitors enchanted bg the c:luiet simPlicitg of
the building, its history and its surroundiﬂgs, often wish to Provide ongoing support. Our churchisfor everyone, but the costs
associated with maintenance of a listed building are considerable. So, in the i 970s T he [Triends of St Michael's Church’ was

started with the aim of generating small amounts of regu]ar income to help sustain the church building.
Then, as now, the aim was to ensure that the church was kept open and to maintain its Fabric, guar&ing against damP, rot and the
general signs of decag inevitable in such an ancient Bui]c}ing. Arounc{ the same time the Farish Newsletter was also started as an

acknow]edgement of the help given bg ‘The Friends’ and to keep them and others informed.



T he PBells of St Michael's

The first record of bells at 5hotwic§< isin 1549-1550 when the tower contained a ring of three bells.

]ﬂ 1610-1611 the second bell was recast }33 an unknown founder. ]n 1616 the tenor was recast }39 Wi”iam Cliburg of We”ing’con
in Shropshire. The second bell was recastin 1621, Probab]g 139 William C‘iburg, and both these bells are of very good qualit3
with fine lettcring and ornamentation. | he treble was recast }39 John Scott of Wigan in 1664, but umcortunate]y this bell was of
poorer qua]it}j. [n 1728 the tenorfell from its beariﬂgs and the clock hammer was
subsequent19 moved to another bell. As the tenorwas not c!amagec] in the fall it
Probablg became wedgcd in the frame.

]n 1751 the church agrccc{ to have the bells rc—hung in a new frame bg Bamcs, a
Neston Carpenter, although his Pricc of £24.25. was questioned when it was
discovered that Burton had had a frame and headstocks made for five bells for on19
“T2or 14 Pounds more.” Thc frame made 139 Bames was a fine Piccc of work,
although the hanging was not so gooc].

By 19358 the on]g bell in use was the treb]c, which was rung by means of a rope
attached to the c]apper. ]n that year the Kev. . K Wansbrouglﬁ,\/icar of 5hotwic1<,
died, and in his will he left a lcgacg to the church. Somc of this money was used to

augment the ring of three bells to a ring of six, and the work was entrusted to
Taglors of Louglﬂborouglﬁ, When theg insPectccl the existing bells tlﬁcg found that
the treble had been cracked due to clocking, and in view of its age and the fact that not many of John Scott’s bells remained it

was decided not to recast it.

The bell was initia”g Placed in the north aisle on a Plahcorm made from the oak of the old frame, but later it was moved to the base

of the tower where it remained until it was stolen from the churchin 201 0.

Others argue that the name derives from the small salt workings which
were still there in 1 5%9, but have complctclg disappearec{. [However this
might be, the first recorded mention is in the Domesdaﬂ Book where
nine taxable families are listed, quite a prosperous little community. A]so

recorded was the Fisherg which was to remain an imPortant inclustrg for

the area throughout the Middle Ages.

T raders were Probab]g crossing the ford at Shotwick carrying salt from
Cheshirc into North \Wales long before the Normans came, salt having
been Produced in Pritain in Roman times and Probablg earlier.

Ccrtainlg bg the Middle Ages, a ‘Salteswag’ was well established,
Being a trading route from the three Cheshire ‘wiches’ of Northwich,

Miclc”cwich and Nantwich, into Wales. Thc latter Part of this road
became known as the King’s way.

The PCC of St Michael's (Church believes securing and cieveloping a gooc] reiationship
with its new Part~time Priest must be a Priorit9 if the church is to build the size of the

congregation and nurture the sPirituai life of the church amongst its memijersiiip.
Due to the fact that many members of the congregation come from different areas, to some

extent the Parisi“i lacks the geograpi“iicai cohesion norma”g found within a vi”age communitg.

°® St Nicholas’ Church, Burton intends to recruit a 3outii and families worker in order to deveiop reiationships with young
families and children of school age. We i‘IOPC work with them to widen the scope of the initiative and broaden our outreach.

A surPrising number of visitors reach St Michael’s Ci‘lUl"Ci’l and record their cxPcrienccs in the \isitors’ Book as the Buiiciing is
norma”g open between 9:00am and §:OOPm. ]n a gooci year the church receives about 2,000 visitors from as many as 17 different
countries. Aithougiﬁ there is no set time or pattern to the arrival of visitors theﬂ seem to cieiigi'it n icinding the church open and in
what tiieg find both inside and out. As part of securing further sources of finance the FCC believes that it may be Possii}ie to

secure additional revenue from visitors.
